	1. 
	The term extended schools has been adopted for schools in NI but has a different definition than that of England, and is used to denote an ethos and culture, which is based on evidence of need and is collaborative.



	2. 
	This ethos and culture views the stakeholders in schools as:

Teachers who are able to focus on teaching and learning and seek to constantly improve standards

Children who contribute meaningfully towards their own outcomes in a variety of areas

Parents who are the primary educators and whom schools support to fulfil their responsibilities, and who in turn support the school.

Communities who are served by the school and see it as a hub, offering services, activities and resources.

	3. 
	What are extended schools? is linked to the definition and the outcomes and indicators required.

	4. 
	This provides a rationale for funding and supporting extended schools.



	5. 
	These are some of the outcomes experienced in other countries and in some schools within NI who have implemented such an approach.



	6. 
	The continuum demonstrates that schools already offer services and activities, and some may simply need to move only a little to meet the extended school requirements.

	7. 
	These slides provide examples of practice already developed and offered within NI.

	8. 
	The quotes from the Review of Public Administration form part of the proposals for the changes in education  - section 6.



	9. 
	The children and young people’s package will provide the funding for the extended school over the next 2 years.  The money is for a variety of programmes and DE is the lead department for their delivery.  The programmes are all for children and young people aged 0 – 18, and will be aimed at providing better services for children and young people.

	These are the key themes from the package and although they are wide ranging they are integrated through the extended school.

	These slides indicate the role that the ELB will be taking in relation to the extended school.
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
